THE CORNER CAMARO 

This month’s Corner Camaro is EMCC 

member #50 Tom Borg and his 2012 
RS. Here’s their story.... 
  Some people remember exactly 
where they were when they met “the 
one.” For me, it wasn’t a person—
it was a car. Yes, I’m perfectly 
comfortable admitting that. 
  I first saw an ad for the 2010 
Camaro in the autumn of 2009, and 
it stopped me cold. From the side, 
it had that unmistakable 1969 
Camaro DNA—classic muscle, clean 

lines, and pure attitude. But the 
front and rear? Total 21st 
century. It was the perfect mashup 
of old-school cool and modern 
swagger. Right then and there, I 
knew one thing: someday, somehow, 
I was going to own a Camaro. 
  Fast forward four years. By that 
point, I wasn’t casually 
“looking”, I was researching. 
Daily. I even built a spreadsheet. 
Not a napkin list. A real 

spreadsheet with columns for “must 
haves,” “should haves,” and “nice 
to haves.” (This is what happens 
when patience meets obsession.) 
My must haves included Inferno 
Orange Metallic paint, auto trans, 
a sunroof, and a few other non-
negotiables. Compromise was not on 
the menu. 
  Then came the afternoon of 

December 23rd, 2013 just days 
before Christmas, when the 

automotive gods smiled. There it 
was online: a 2012 Camaro Rally 
Sport that matched about 99% of my 
criteria, sitting quietly at a 
Ford dealership in the great state 
of Kansas. I immediately called 
the dealership and asked about it. 
Ironically, the salesperson I 
spoke with didn’t even know the 
Camaro had been listed yet. That’s 
when I knew timing was on my side. 
  After a short conversation, the 

deal was done. I bought my Camaro 
with just 8,700 miles on it, 
without ever seeing it in person. 
It arrived on January 14th, and 
I’ll say this: pictures did not do 
it justice. It looked even better 
in real life. It also came with 
some nice extras— billet chrome 
door sills, chrome RS insignias on 
the front fenders, and Lloyd’s 
floor mats. The only blemish was a 
small dent on both the driver and 

passenger doors from shipping. One 
phone call later, the dealership 
apologized, told me to get them 
fixed, and send them the bill. 
Easy fix. Back to smiling. 
  Since then, it’s been nothing 
but smooth cruising. More than 
70,000 miles later, I’ve added a 
few personal upgrades along the 
way: custom-painted black racing 
stripes on the hood and trunk, 
rear window louvers, new brakes 

and rotors, a new exhaust system, 
RS rotor covers, new tires, fresh 
Lloyd’s mats for the front and 
trunk, plus an aftermarket GPS and 
backup camera—because even cool 
cars need to know where they’re 
going. 
  My Camaro RS has been an 
absolute blast to own. It’s been 
reliable, fun and a joy to drive. 
It turns heads, makes me smile 
every time I hit the gas, and 

reminds me that some dreams are 
worth waiting for. And if loving 
your car this much is wrong… I 
don’t want to be right. 
Great story Tom! And a great 
Camaro in EMCC! Thanks for being 
an EMCC member!!
