Here’s their story.... 
   Sometime in 1970, my Dad 
replaced my Mom’s 1965 Corvair 
convertible with the 1969 Camaro 
Indy Pace Car. I was 15 at the 
time. A year later, I took my 
driver’s training test in the 
Camaro. Fortunately, my Dad let me 
continue to drive the car in my 

high school years. I was one lucky 
girl! Upon graduation, in 1973, I 
married Steve. My Camaro days were 
done at that point, until much 
later, but Mom continued driving 
the car from time to time for the 
next 10 years or so. Because it 
wasn’t used often, it developed 
some mechanical problems, so Dad 
covered it up and there it sat in 
their garage for many years. 
However, for my Dad’s 80th 

birthday, Steve and I decided to 
uncover the car and see what it 
needed to get it running to 
surprise Dad. It actually didn’t 
need much. A new master cylinder, 
some used/new tires as it had snow 
tires on it, and lots of cleaning. 
He was so surprised to see the car 
and immediately drove it around 
the block. In 2014, I became the 
official owner of the Camaro. At 
that point, Steve and I decided 

that we would like to start 
driving it again and taking it to 
a few select car shows. With some 
minor mechanical repairs, the car 
is primarily original, with 
approximately 56,000 miles. What 
puts a big smile on my face is 
driving it on a sunny, warm day 
with the top down to show off it’s 
flashy orange and black 
houndstooth interior. To this day, 
I still get lots of looks, as I 

did back in those high school 
days! Great story Sandra! And a 
great Camaro in EMCC! Thanks for 
being an EMCC member!!
