This month’s Corner Camaro is EMCC 
member #67 Patrick & Kathy 
Allsteadt and his 1994 Z28! 
Here’s their story....  My 1994 
Chevrolet Camaro Z28 Coup  
  My love for cars goes back to 
elementary school, when I spent 
more time sketching futuristic 
concept cars than paying attention 
to anything else. Even as a kid on 
roller or ice skates, I had only 
one speed, fast!! 

  In 1962, I bought my first real 
machine, a 1959 Impala two door 
coupe. Those teardrop taillights 
and dramatic fins were pure art. I 
still remember cruising at about 
85 mph on the Lodge Freeway when a 
gust of wind lifted the rear 
wheels. That moment sealed it, the 
need for speed became part of who 
I am. 
  Fast forward to 1992 and midlife 
crisis number one. I picked up a 

1972 MG Midget that needed full 
restoration. My son Jeff and I 
managed to get it out on the 
Waterford Hills track once, but 
life got in the way and the 
restoration never happened. 
  Then came 2023 midlife crisis 
number two. I spotted a 1994 
Camaro Z28 T-top advertised for 
$7,995. I went to check it out, 
and the salesman must’ve seen me 
coming. His “special deal” quickly 

became $11,995. After taking the 
car home for an inspection and 
discovering a long list of issues 
and knowing I’m not mechanically 
inclined, I went back to the 
dealership ready to negotiate. 
Every five minutes, my offer 
dropped. In the end, I bought the 
car for $4,000 out the door, a 
Father’s Day gift to myself and 
one of my proudest bargaining 
victories. 

  Once the repairs were done, the 
fun really began. Kathie and I 
joined the Eastern Michigan Camaro 
Club at the 33rd Camaro SuperFest 
and have been active ever since. 
We’ve driven to Akron twice for 
NEOCC, including the year the 
Camaro lost second gear just two 
days before the trip, an automatic 
with no 2nd, but still full of 

personality. 
  Being part of EMCC has been a 

blast. We’ve jumped into all kinds 
of club activities, including 
Chicken Runs, To Hell and Back, 
Trunk or Treat, Cider Runs, and 
Charitable Check Presentations. 
Each one has added another great 
memory to the journey. 
  The T-tops also gave me the 
chance to volunteer for Dreams 
Come True on Woodward Avenue the 
day before the Woodward Dream 
Cruise, giving kids and families 

unforgettable rides in a car that 
now has its own story to tell. 
Through all of it, I’ve lived by a 
simple motto that’s guided me from 
childhood sketches to Impalas, 
MGs, and now my Z28: 
“Life is short — floor it.”  It’s 
been a long, fast road, and I’m 
grateful for every mile. 
Great story Patrick! And a great 
Camaro in EMCC! Thanks for being 
an EMCC member!!
